UCD sent just 2 teams this year due to financial restraints, of which, both made it to the last 16 in the tournament. The UCD ‘A’ team came second in their group with convincing wins over CIT ‘A’ (9-1), UUJ 'C' (9-1) and a narrow win that meant they qualified for the knock-out stages of the tournament over Queens 'C' coming from 4-0 down to win 6-4. Losses were recorded against DKIT 'B' (4-6) and UUC 'B' (4-6).  

The ‘B’ team recorded excellent wins over GCD 'A' (8-2), UUC 'C' (6-4), UL 'B' (7-3) with a draw against UCC 'A' (5-5), losing only to NUIG ‘A’. Despite this and as the standard was quite high in the group results favoured UCD ‘B’ and they also finished 2nd in their group.

In the end UCD ‘A’ lost out 4-6 to NCI 'A' in a very tense final frame. The UCD ‘B’ team were defeated by an excellent DCU 'A' team in yet another decider.
